Fromthe History of our Congregation..

As | look at the church | try to imagine how it was in the early days, and how time
changes things. These are some of the changes that came about over time.

As you pull up in front of the church on the dirt road in our horse drawn carriage or
wagon you might use the built in steps (stone) that are part of the stone wall. After the people
were dropped off the driver put the horses and wagon in the long shed, which was where the C E
building is located now. As you enter the church, the sexton would have the wood burning
stove doing, gas lights or candles (depending what year). There were wide wood plank floor, no
rugs, no cushions on the bench (pews) seats. There were wood door s on each pew at one time,
if you notice there are still two on each aisle on two pews near the pulpit. Today: oil furnace,
electricity, rugs all around, cushions on the pews, electric organ - now a pipe organ.

Speaking of the organ, where the organ pipes are located was a walk between the two
balconies, also used by the choir with mirror, coat rail, plus a pull down stairs to the attic. The
memorial side door with the plaque on it, was put there for easy in and out for a casket - it was a
window before it was a door. The addition in 1997 put the C.E. building and church together.
The church does not stand alone anymore. lron railings on the front steps with a ramp on the
east side, sound system with speakers hanging from the balconies, wood shingles (roof) replaced
with asphalt, air-condition compressor outside in the back with the air exchanger units in the
attic with vents in the ceiling.

But as | sat there during the Christmas Eve service with the candles lit and the lights off
my thoughts went back in time and how it was early on with the candles flickering and the smell
of the wood burning in the stoves. How simple life was, but I guess you worked hard during
those times, plus families were together more working on the farms. Well, whose turn is it to
hitch the horses to the wagon next Sunday to that little old white church built with the help of
the people of the church 1839 - dedicated in 1840.

Mission Commission

We will be going on a Midnight Run on Friday, March 19".  We need 40 — 60 toiletry kits, in
total: we have about half that amount. Here’s what goes into a toiletry kit, from the Midnight
Run website (http://www.midnightrun.org/howto.php): The small size items are important, as
full-size items are cumbersome to carry for people on the street. Toiletry items to bring, in order
of importance: soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, shampoo, washcloth, razor, shaving cream, deodor-
ant, lip balm or moisturizer. Did | mention that this should be TRAVEL SIZE? Each set goes
into a zip lock bag.

We also need between 100 and 150 bag meals. These should include

1 A hearty sandwich. A substantial sandwich is what most sets apart a loving bag meal from
a less desirable one. We realize that it's also the most expensive item. But there's an emotional
value in getting a sandwich piled high with turkey, ham, roast beef, chicken salad or meatloaf. It
truly says, "Someone is thinking of you." Variety is nice, so we ask that at least some of the
sandwiches not be bologna or peanut butter (you get a lot of those in soup kitchens).

9 Fruit. Something durable like an orange or banana. Apples are okay in some meals, but
hard for those with missing teeth to eat. Individual fruit cups are okay (with spoon).

1 A hard-boiled egg or a high protein equivalent.
9 A juice box.

9 Adessert or two. Granola bars are fine, and sweet things—such as cookies, candy bars and
brownies.

We will be taking up the One Great Hour of Sharing offering on the third Sunday of Lent,
which is March 14. The One Great Hour of Sharing offering goes to Presbyterian Church USA,;
the Preshyterian Hunger program receives 36 percent of the offering and Presbyterian Disaster
Assistance and Self Development of People each received 32 percent. Please give generously.

Work is underway to connect all of the braces, steel angles and vertical supports. Next on the
plan will be to remove the temporary supports on the portico and then replace the ceiling on the
portico. Tom Clemmens of Clemco Restoration & Construction is to be congratulated on his
superb work on this important project.
