FROM OUR PASTORS
A word from Chwiy

Sisters and brothers — it’s the Season of Resurrection.

So many lovely expectations abound. We all expect the music and the flowers and the
friendship, and that’s all wonderful. We look forward to the lilies (and even the
sneezes) and the trumpets. We expect to see children in fresh new outfits, running on
the grassy yards and gathering up brightly colored eggs.

And yet, don't let any of that fool you. Resurrection isn’t about expectations. We'll ex-
pect to hear about Jesus’ Resurrection — and that we will. But, my guess is that most of
you have heard that part before. Defying all our expectations, however, is that this story
is not so much about Jesus’ Resurrection as it is a story about our own.

It’s Easter — and its time to get up and come out of the tomb. In the Reformed tradition,
every Sunday is Easter Sunday — every Sunday we celebrate the Resurrection —and so
every Sunday we ought to be leaving our own tombs farther and farther in the dust. It’s
time to leave our expectations behind. Jesus has gone on ahead of us, and is yearning
for us to catch up.

The resurrection to which Easter calls us — our own — requires that we prepare to find
God where God is, by opening ourselves to the world around us with seeing eyes and
listening ears.

At Easter, Jesus comes to us not out of the tomb, where he was expected to be (indeed,
no one ever saw him alive again in a tomb) but Jesus comes to us fully raised up in min-
istry—and he speaks his gospel of Life: Do not be afraid. Go and tell.

That means that we must be prepared to be surprised by God in strange places, like
death valleys, and graveyards, and execution chambers, and prison cells and beds of
pain, and mud huts, and halls of justice, and bars, and back alleys, the hell holes of war,
the sanctuaries of peace, the caves of fear, the pits of depression and the trails of tears.

That means that God will meet us in ways and in places we never thought we’d see and
through words we never thought we’d hear. We must allow others — even those whom
we have until now refused to consider — to open our hearts to things we do not expect.



It means putting down the social fears that insulate us from one another. It requires that we
clean our from our vocabulary the words that speak of our contempt for “liberals,” our frus-
tration with “radicals,” and our disdain for “conservatives.” To live a resurrection life pre-
sumes that we will reach out to each other — to immigrants and those of any color; to the
strangers, the prisoners, and the poor; to the different and indifferent all around us; to gay
and straight, to able and disabled, to the strong and the weak, the far and the near — so that
we can see visions with them; and cry in pain and for justice with them; and see what stones
we can move from the front of their tombs.

To live a resurrection life means we reach out with compassion, kindness, humility and
quiet strength. It means we are quick to offer forgiveness to others, it means we act with
love more often than we could ever imagine toward more people that we would ever expect.

To live a resurrection life means we are willing to let our expectations rest in the tomb, fol-
lowing God wherever God leads...

Ultimately, Easter is not simply a time of celebration. It is that, but it is also a time of deci-
sion. Are we serious about living this resurrection life, and acting like it?

Perhaps our eyes need to be open for the angels which still sit atop life’s many tombs. Per-
haps our ears need to be open as they tell us yet again — Jesus is not here, but is going on
ahead of us.

The promise is true and the news is good. Christ is Risen! And he still goes on ahead of us,
beyond all our expectations. Dear friends, let us leave behind our own tombs and follow.

Maundy Thuwrsday Tenebrae Service - April'9 at 7:30

What is a Tenebrae Service?

The word ‘tenebrae’ is Latin for shadows. The purpose of the tenebrae service is to rec-
reate the emotional aspects of the passion story. This is not supposed to be a happy service, be-
cause the occasion is not happy. The service was originally designed for Good Friday, but it can
also be used for Maundy Thursday as well.

The service begins in shadows, bursting into light with the lighting of the Christ candle.
Several passages of scripture are read, along with commentary, announcing the calling of the
twelve disciples. As each disciple is called, one more candle is lit. We then read Jesus’s charge
to the disciples and his sending them out.

As the disciples return and Jesus gathers them around the table for the last supper, we
too remember his words and gather with them. Following the meal and the singing of a hymn,
we journey out into the garden with Jesus and the twelve and wait.

Additional scripture is read recounting Judas’s betrayal, the disciples falling away, and
Peter’s denial. After each reading, candles are snuffed out, leaving only the Christ candle burn-
ing. Since this is Maundy Thursday, and not Good Friday, the Christ candle is taken out of the
room, leaving us in darkness. The service ends with the reading of the haunting words of Psalm
51, and we leave in silence, awaiting the surprised shouts on Easter Sunday morning.

We hope you will join us on Thursday, April 9, at 7:30 PM.

The final concert in the 2008-09 Sunday Afternoon Concert Series will be performed on April
26" at 3:00 p.m. The concert will feature several choral works by Rachmaninoff and A Little
Jazz Mass by Bob Chilcott. The concert will be directed by Simona Frenkel and feature the adult

choir and percussionist.

Rachmaninoff was a Russian composer, pianist and conductor, and one of the finest pianists of
his time. His compositions are considered by some to the last great representation of Russian
late romanticism in classical music, filled with sweeping melodies and harmonies. Rachman-
inoff’s Six Choruses for Women's Voices is a seldom performed work featuring a virtuoso piano
accompaniment. Composed between 1895 and 1896, Rachmaninoff wrote this work for the
Maryinksy Ladies School to pay off his debts! It was rarely performed until 1973 due to its sup-
pression by the Soviet authorities for its religious subject and symbolism. Simona Frenkel , a
native of Kiev in the Ukraine, brings a special understanding to the music of Rachmaninoff, and
several of the concert works are performed in Russian. The second half of the concert features
Bob Chilcott’s bluesy “A Little Jazz Mass” with full chorus, piano and percussion.

The cost of paper and plastic products for our fellowship adventures is costly. A green
bag with a sign invites us to put our plastic flatware in the bag to be recycled. =~ We’ve begun to
ceramic mugs are being used for coffee hour. They are washed, scalded and readied for the
following week. Thus far the dishwasher has been Dick Mills. We are investigating the possi-
bility of having our commercial dishwasher up and running to help with this process. Sam
Ward, a newer church member, researched the cost of a new dishwasher ($1,000). In the mean-
time we are looking into the cost of repairing the one we now own to see which is the better so-
lution.

Pat Prauda and Nancy Caswell have been investigating paper products made from bio-
friendly materials. These are twice the cost of our usual products, so we are still using the less
costly way while investigating a “greener” alternative.

Peter Szuta, our custodian, is considering the use of less caustic commercial materials
for cleaning purposes. The use of fluorescent light bulbs is being looked at.

Carl Anderson suggested that a list of all congregation members who have e-mail be
assembled and those who choose receive The Disciple on line.

We are taking baby steps, but we are stepping. Your help and ideas are solicited. See
or call Squeegee Mills (845)621-3178 or Pat Prauda (914)737-4674.

Fromthe History of our Congregation

As April 2009 is upon us, looking back just one year to April of 2008 was the marking of tenth
year of the dedication of the new expansion. Dedication of the new building was April 26,
1998.

Here is some of the time line:

1994 Mission Study

1995 Expansion needs task force to explore facilities needs

January 1996 Congregation approves expansion needs and votes to proceed, hires architect
April 1996 Congregation votes to expand; plans for capital fund campaign and engages

architect
January 1997 Congregation begins a capital fund campaign
June 1997 Congregation votes to proceed, estimated cost 1.3 million

July 1977 Construction begins
February 3, 1998 Church receives Certificate of Occupancy
April 26,1998 Dedication

The original structure, 2,400 square feet, expanded by an additional 6,300 square feet.

More Facts:

T First Parish House’s roof collapsed Sunday, February 1, 1948.

1 New Hall started in 1948 - 1949 and finished in 1950. There is a picture posted on the His-
tory Bulletin Board. Most of the labor on this building was done by members of the church,
including Arthur Lee.

T Another addition added an education/office building in 1956; further addition to C.E. build-
ing in 1961.

T Picture and information is posted on bulletin board with regards to the 1997 expansion.

Church School Chalkboard

In April, the curriculum focuses on “Images of Jesus in Art”. The oldest art as-
sociated with Jesus Christ is the ichthus. It represents the titles of Jesus: Jesus
Christ, Son of God, Savior. When the first letters of each of those words in
Greek are put together, they spell fish. Thus the symbol of the fish is associated
with Jesus Christ.

For the first fifteen centuries of the church, the Bible was only in the hands of the priests.
As the general population was illiterate, the Church was the sponsor of fine art to teach the
faith story to the parishioners. Stained glass windows, sculpture, painting, iconography,
mosaics and music were all modes for the expression of Christ as the foundation of Chris-
tian faith.

The Resurrection sets the stage for an image of Christ to appear in forms that can be recog-
nized. When Thomas doubts even in the face of eye witness testimony, Jesus appeared and
stood among them. “Put your finger here and see my hands. Reach out your hand and put
it in my side. Do not doubt but believe.” Thomas answered him, “My Lord and my god!”
Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who
have not seen and yet come to believe.” (John 20:24-29)
