Notes from the Music Program

Ever wonder what it’s like to play in the handbell choir?  Here’s an experiment 

that will give you an idea:  next time you sing a hymn during the service, choose 

one note in the tune, and another that is one step higher or lower; then try to sing 

only those notes of the hymn!  You must be silent during all the other notes, but 

come in at the right time for yours. 

In the handbell choir, not only must each player come in at the right time, but the sound 

and volume should match that of the other notes being played.  In addition, we may be responsi-

ble for additional notes, so we must often switch bells quickly and accurately.  It’s a challenge, 

but it’s also very satisfying to participate in a well-played performance! 

Handbells were invented in 17th century England so players of church-tower chimes 

could practice without bothering their neighbors.  Later they were brought to the U.S. and fea-

tured in circuses and vaudeville.  Now most players are associated with churches or schools, and 

there are over 10,000 handbell choirs in North America.

 This was anything but the case.  Grandmother had just lost her job and was having a 

struggle just to feed herself.  Her own daughter was an alcoholic and her granddaughter often 

had to spend many days in her grandmother's care. It was at an Alcoholics Anonymous meeting 

that her daughter attended that the grandmother learned about the Food Pantry sponsored by the 

First Presbyterian Church of Yorktown.  Grandma made a visit to the FPCY Food Pantry and 

was thrilled to be able to receive extra food to make a special holiday for them. 

  

The second story . . .  The Food Pantry Volunteers take their commitment very seriously.  Over 

the years, the volunteers form many friendships.  This year, weather in Northern Westchester 

did not cooperate with our December 20th Food Pantry.  With close to 10 inches of snow, one of 

our most senior visitors could not come to pick up their necessary groceries. 

 One of our volunteers became quite concerned as to what this elderly couple would do 

without their bi-weekly food bags.  When the volunteer phoned the couple he found out that the 

weather had left them snowbound - unable to get their groceries or even their mail  Without 

hesitation, the volunteer and his wife decided to drive to the  couple's home and drop off the 

groceries that they could not pick up.  The volunteer even remembered to bring the couple's fa-

vorite chicken and all the other groceries to be certain the couple would have a merry Christmas. 

 These are two of the many happy stories that have been a part of the 2008 year for the 

Yorktown Presbyterian Church Food Pantry.

Along with that concern for confidentiality, all 

of us need to be careful in sharing prayer con-

cerns in the worship on Sunday. Our service is 

public and is often tape-recorded. We need to 

be certain that we have someone’s permission 

before using their name in the service, and 

even then, to respect their privacy and not give 

out all the details of the illness or the treatment. 

For our prayers it is often enough to know that 

someone is in a particular hospital. If you wish 

to tell one of the pastors more details, that 

should be done after the service in a more pri-

vate setting. We certainly want to continue our 

tradition of caring for each other and upholding 

each other in prayer, but we also need to re-

spect each other’s privacy and dignity.
