A word from Russ 

Giving Up Giving Up 

 Thank heavens we are finally getting away from the idea that Lent is about giv-

ing up something! Although the tradition still lingers in some churches like a moldy 

smell in a damp basement, most congregations choose to emphasize opportunities to 

deepen our faith, either through study or outreach. In fairness, giving up a second cup of 

coffee or piece of chocolate (the item most given up) did serve to remind one of the 

hardships of Jesus’ last days and the responsibility we as disciples have of bearing our 

own crosses. So often, however, it was the thing given up that consumed most of one’s 

energy and attention, and the life of faith was left by the wayside. 

 These forty days, beginning with Ash Wednesday on February 25 and continu-

ing until Easter (excluding Sundays) remind us of Jesus’ forty days in the wilderness 

and provide a period of time for us to reflect on our faith. What is important to us? As 

Jesus was drawn toward Jerusalem, what draws us forward each day? With what chal-

lenges do we wrestle? Where do we most need to stand firm? 

 In addition to several special worship services, through the education commis-

sion we are also providing two new study groups during Lent. One on Sunday morn-

ings, beginning March 1, led by Chris Shelton and Shawn Cribari, will look at Jesus’ 

final week in Jerusalem and at the two triumphal entries into that capital city. The other 

study, on Wednesday evenings beginning March 4 and led by me, will listen to Brahms’ 

German Requiem, and hear through music and scripture the hope that God has for each 

of us. 

 While you may no longer be giving up something for Lent, I do hope you will 

take advantage of the many opportunities to deepen your own faith and join with others 

in our Lenten journey of faith.

When the Disciples asked Jesus, ―Teach us to pray,‖ he did not give them a lecture.  He gave 

them the process of prayer.  When the mystics of the ages have been asked how to sense the 

closeness of God, they have not given lectures.  They have shown how to ―practice the presence 

of God‖ or the ―imitation of Christ.‖  So it is that if we would deepen our knowledge of the fel-

lowship of Christ and the meaning of the Sacrament of Communion in our lives, we would ex-

perience the Seder. 

Reservations must be made by signing up in the Gathering Place or calling the Church Of-

fice. Please contact us if you have made reservations but are unable to attend.  We suggest that 

very young children not attend, given the 2 hour length of the Seder, however, childcare will be 

provided.  A love offering will be accepted. 

In preparation for our Seder, it would be helpful to read the book of 

Exodus, chapters 1-15, one of the Gospel accounts of the Crucifixion, and 

the last chapters of the Book of Revelation.

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COMMISSION CORNER  

Operations Commission 

 In response to deteriorating conditions in our North Parking 

Area, we engaged the services of Lawton Adams of Somers, NY to 

install numerous catch basins, curtain drains, deliver 6‖- 8‖ of Item 

4/Pea Gravel and tamp this material with a vibrating 10.5-ton roller.  

We believe this work will keep the lot in a satisfactory condition for 

years to come with routine, annual maintenance. As this work cost 

over $38,000, we have a stake in keeping this area in pristine condi-

tion.  This investment in our facilities was funded from the mainte-

nance reserve as well as the commitment to invest in the North 

Parking Area as part of the 275th Anniversary Campaign.  Addi-

tionally, we continue to work with the Town of Yorktown and the NYC D.E.P. to develop a 

paved solution for ―Pot Hole Alley.‖  While we recently scraped and tamped the driveway, we 

did not add additional material.  So unfortunately, it is likely that the poor conditions will return 

until a permanent solution can be agreed and funded. 

  To protect our substantial investment, we have asked our snowplow service to discon-

tinue plowing the North Parking Area this winter to allow the newly laid material to further 

compress.  In the event of a deep snow, we may ask that the top layer be removed however; 

please be aware that a minimal amount of snow will remain and be left to Mother Nature.  

 Finally, we are asking for your help in maintaining this new lot, by adhering to posted 

speed limits (4.5 m.p.h.), parking in designated areas (NOT ON POT HOLE ALLEY) and turn-

ing your vehicle's steering only while it is moving.  Turning a vehicle’s tires while stationary 

creates a ―digging‖ effect on the parking lot surface, which eventually turns into potholes. 

Thank you for your patience during this construction effort. 

How fast is 4.5 MPH?

 As we look at the state the world faced sixty years ago, the 

state that first called our churches to join together in One Great Hour 

of Sharing, and at what we face today as we approach this offering’s 

sixtieth anniversary, we see many troubling parallels. Now as then, far 

too many of our brothers and sisters are trying to recover from the dev-

astation of war, a devastation multiplied many times beyond what 

some of our own families have suffered. This year as then, many 

economies are shattered, bringing those in poverty and hunger to the point where their very sur-

vival is at stake. Unlike sixty years ago, these needs reach deeply into our own towns and cities. 

We can no longer stand above the pain of the world, imagining that those stuck in the suffering 

below are somehow different from us. We know all too well that in a smaller and smaller world, 

the suffering of one family quickly spreads to all. 

 Yet this year’s offering theme—Where is your treasure?— points to the eternal saving 

truth that enabled us to respond with amazing generosity then, and which still holds firm today: 

it is not by relying on human structures that we can find life’s deepest treasure, but by opening 

ourselves to the abundance of God’s love, flowing through us and overflowing beyond us.  

 This year, recognizing that the pain we experience from the global economic crisis will 

be magnified beyond our imagining for many of the world’s poorest people, our denomination 

asked us to consider doubling last year’s giving. Please take time over the next weeks to reflect 

prayerfully on the amount you are able to contribute, and on the impact that your gift will have 

on your own lives and the impact it will have on the lives of our brothers and sisters around the 

world.

 Found only in the Gospel of John, the experience of Jesus washing the feet 

of the disciples was an event that became the final opportunity for Jesus to share the love within 

this small community and to teach them one last time. 

 

It takes place during Passover.  The setting is the last meal that Jesus shares with his disciples 

before his arrest.  The Gospel of John is different in its chronology of the events of Holy Week 

from the other gospels (Matthew, Mark and Luke).  Jesus knows even as he enters Jerusalem on 

Palm Sunday that his hour is drawing near, that his death is imminent.  Imagine the tension in the 

air on the night of his Last Supper.  He knows that this is their last time together.  Even as he 

glows in the warmth of his community, he knows that Judas will betray him, initiating the events 

leading to his crucifixion.   He knows that Peter, The Rock, the one on whom he will build his 

church, will deny he even knows Jesus that night – three times! 

 

Jesus takes this opportunity to show his disciples about his love and how they can reflect that 

love to the world.  The Gospel of John does not present the part of the story that describes the 

eucharist.  John’s gospel tells us that Jesus took on the role of both servant and host.  As host, he 

would have ordered the footwashing.  As servant, he would have washed the feet himself. 

 

Jesus washes the feet of his disciples, saying in John 13:13: 

You call me Teacher and Lord – and you are right, for that is what I am.  So, if I, your Lord and 

Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet.  For I have set you 

an example, that you also should do as I have done to you.  Very truly, I tell you, servants are 

not greater than their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them.

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From the History of our Congregation 

1930-1941 

Knapp Farm, Jefferson Valley, NY on route 9N, 85 acres: 

The church was left by will of Elizabeth Knapp, a farm after certain heirs were paid.  Church 

had to take a mortgage of $5000 in order to get clear title to property and pay off the heirs.  Due 

to condition of the house, buildings, etc., church was forced to sell the farm.  The house had 9 or 

10 rooms, large barn with cow house attached and some small buildings.  There was a lot of 

communication between brokers, lawyers, etc regard to the farm.  One broker said ―The price I 

have it at is $11,000.  Mortgage $5000. Cash required $6000.  The fields are A-1, and the view 

very splendid.  House much the worse for wear, and without improvements.  But the land is 

really valuable, and in good state of cultivation. 

 There is a folder on the Knapp Farm with all the correspondence.  I will do more on the 

farm later.  Check the history bulletin board.
