Next steps for our Pastor search
Given the above tantalizing message from the Pastor Nominating Committee, it is a good
idea to start thinking of all the steps we will have to complete once a candidate is found.

First, the candidate and terms of call must be cleared through the Presbytery Committee on
Ministry (COM). Session must call a Congregational meeting which must be announced
from the pulpit. The Sunday of the Congregational meeting the candidate will preach at our
church. Afterward, at the meeting, the congregation (hopefully) elects the candidate and
votes to approve the terms of call. Only after the candidate is elected by our congregation
can the candidate give notice to their current congregation (if applicable). Because of the
pastoral relationship, notice is likely to be two months long. Then the candidate has to locate
housing and move to the area (if applicable). Given it is now September and given the time
required to accomplish the above steps it is probable that we will not have our new pastor
until the beginning of the New Year.

Though the process is a long one, we have embarked on it with faith, patience, tenacity and
excitement. As the finding of our new spiritual shepherd is (hopefully) growing ever closer
we need to remember that throughout this process our growth as a congregation and as spirit
-filled individuals has not stopped. Enormous thanks to Chris Shelton for so elegantly and
graciously stepping in and making sure our faith journey has not only not stopped but trav-
eled new exciting paths that have enriched us.

Special thanks must also be given to the PNC for their hard work on all of our behalves.

Cancellation Procedure for Sunday Services
and Church School:

In the event of bad weather, we assume that members will decide for themselves whether it
is safe for them to drive or not. Generally, the pastors will try to be at the church and are
willing to hold a service (most likely the 10:45 a.m.) even if only a very few members are
able to make it PROVIDED we have electricity and we can get the parking lot plowed!
